Campaign. This project was aimed at partnering with 15 local mental health     
agencies to ensure  clients received the most current and cutting edge assistance 
to challenge their nicotine addiction. In recognition of the coalition’s               
commitment to build the capacity of our local agencies by providing technical 
assistance, resource development and implementation strategies, we can          
significantly help people kick the habit of tobacco use. Based on this initiative,
