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Home Invasion Suspect Arrested 

On Wednesday, May 25th, 2011, at 11:55 p.m., the Royal Oak Police Department received a 911 call from 
a resident on Hillside Court.  The home owner reported that an attempted Home Invasion had just 
occurred.  The home owner reported that she heard someone trying to break into her house.  Royal Oak 
officers responded to the area and immediately set up a perimeter in order to locate the suspect.   

The responding officers were aware of similar Home Invasions in area and began a strategic search of 
the apartment buildings on W. 13 Mile.  A short time later the officers observed two suspects behind the 
Urbane apartment building.  The two suspects were carrying pillow cases filled with property.  As officers 
approached the suspects, they dropped the property and fled.  One suspect was apprehended and the 
second suspect escaped. 
 
During the officers’ investigation, a second Home Invasion was discovered at the Urbane Apartments.  
The officers were able to positively identify a Laptop, Xbox 360, and other property that were taken from 
the apartment. 
 
The Criminal Investigation Division is currently investigating the connection between this Home Invasion 
and the others in the area.   
 
The arrested subject, Devone Winbush, 21 yrs, of Southfield, was charged with Home Invasion second 
degree and attempted Home Invasion second degree.
