The general priorities for allocating resources which are reasonably expected to be 
available over the coming year, are to develop programs and funding levels to address 
assistance to the most affected households and geographic areas of the community.  
The allocation of investments is further described as part of the housing, homeless, non-
special needs and community development needs.

The year-end analysis reflects that assistance has been provided throughout the city; 
furthering long-term housing and community development goals.

The City of Royal Oak amended its Five-Year Consolidated Plan (Plan) in May 2005.  
The goals and objectives of the Consolidated Plan directed development of the Annual 
Action Plan for the 2008-2009 Program Year.  The major strategies identified in the Five-
Year Consolidated Plan fall into two categories: Housing and Non-Housing.  The 2008-
2009 Program Activities were developed to address these objectives and strategies.  A 
review of the Consolidated Plan, with respect to the current years community needs, 
supports continuation of the strategies identified as community priorities.  

Strategy 1 

Increase the supply of standard, affordable housing through the rehabilitation of existing 
housing units and limited construction of new units. 

The City of Royal Oak offers a Housing Rehabilitation Loan Program.  The Program 
provides financial and technical assistance to low- and moderate-income homeowners 
on a city-wide basis for code-related improvements of owner-occupied, single-family 
properties.  The Program currently offers a low (3%) interest loan and a deferred (0%) 
loan depending upon the level of household income.  This activity provides an 
opportunity for income qualifying residents to maintain and improve their existing 
residence and living conditions. 

During Program Year 2008-2009, 19 housing rehabilitation projects were completed. Of 
the 19 loans granted and projects completed, 13 were to female head of households.  
Elderly households received the majority of the support, with 11 households being 
awarded low-interest or deferred loans.  In addition, 2 households where the primary 
applicant was handicapped received assistance (both homeowners are elderly and 
handicapped).  The funding provided loans (deferred/low-interest) to 4 very low-income, 
8 low-income and 7 low- to moderate-income families.  In addition, the program is also 
responsible for eliminating and controlling lead-based paint hazards in 13 homes.

This activity is revenue generating through repayment of the loans either through 
monthly payments (low interest rate loan) or when the home is sold/refinanced (deferred 
loan).

Strategy 2 

Provide rental assistance to alleviate rental cost burden, including severe cost burden, 
experienced by lower income families and individuals. 

The city administers the Housing Choice Voucher (Section 8) Program funded through 
the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development.  The Program provides rental

assistance for income-qualifying individuals and families. The City has authority for up to 
222 rental choice vouchers.  

The voucher program provides rental assistance payments to private property owners 
who lease their units to income-eligible individuals and families.  The City of Royal Oak 
does not own any public housing units.

During the 2008-2009 Program Year, an average of 196 Housing Choice Vouchers were 
under contract each month, resulting in a utilization rate of approximately 88%. The 
Housing Choice Voucher Program is currently utilizing over 98% of monthly housing 
assistance payments to provide assistance. To better coordinate housing activities of 
renters and homeowners, general housing activities are supported through the 
administrative budget of the Community Development Block Grant Program.  

The city will continue to provide information to program participants regarding other 
social service agencies available in the Royal Oak area.  The city has participated in 
local networking activities over the past year that provides current information on support 
services available to residents and program participants. 

In addition to the direct rental assistance payments through the Housing Choice Voucher 
Program, the City provides a wide range of public services for elderly households and 
those individuals with special needs.  One of the largest support systems is provided 
through the Senior Public Services Programs and is addressed as part of Strategy 3, 
Meet the housing needs of elderly persons and special populations.

Strategy 3 

Meet the housing needs of elderly persons and special populations. 

The Senior Center/Public Service Program provides a multi-faceted approach to service 
delivery.  The principal service areas include outreach, transportation, counseling, home-
based care and maintenance and recreation and social activities.  The Royal Oak Senior 
Essential Services Program (R.O.S.E.S.) provides in-home assistance with home 
chores, minor home repairs and personal care for low-income elderly and handicapped 
residents.   The senior programs have resulted in an improved quality of life and 
enhanced sustainability in the community as evidenced by participation in the meals at 
the senior center (10,346 at the center and 22,845 through delivery to home-bound 
residents), participation in the home chore and home repair and personal assistance 
(2,542), transportation on 6 lift-equipped vehicles (18,735).  The Senior Center Outreach 
staff also provided assistance to 86 senior and handicapped residents through home 
assessments, Medicare D selections, provisions for emergency cell phones, housing 
inquiries and general assistance.  During the 2008-2009 Program Year, 59 low-income 
individuals/families were assisted through the R.O.S.E.S. program, with 47 of the 
households falling in the very low income category.   

The Housing Rehabilitation Program also addresses the housing needs of elderly 
persons and special populations.  This program provides low interest rate (3%) or 
deferred loans, depending on income eligibility for low- to moderate-income residents.  A 
majority of those individuals using the program are elderly or handicapped.  During the 
2008-2009 Program Year, 11 elderly and 2 handicapped individuals/families and both 
individuals/families that were both elderly and disabled were assisted through the

Housing Rehabilitation Program. The allocation of housing improvement assistance 
remained consistent with the prior year. 

In addition to the Housing Rehabilitation Program, the Housing Choice Voucher Program 
also provides housing assistance in the form of subsidized rents.  The Housing Choice 
Voucher Program currently provides rental assistance to approximately 58 elderly and 
111 handicapped households on average per month.  The City of Royal Oak Housing 
Commission has requested future consideration by the U.S. Department of Housing and 
Urban Development, Public Housing Division for transitioning project based senior units 
within its jurisdiction so that we may continue to further our objective to address senior 
and handicapped housing needs as defined in our Five-Year Consolidated Plan and 
Public Housing Agency Plan. 

The city is aware of the need to continually evaluate the services provided to its elderly 
and handicapped residents.  The U. S. Department of Census Bureau data indicates that 
there has been an overall decrease in total population in the City of Royal Oak, from 
65,410 in 1990 to 60,062 in 2000. There has also been a decrease in the percentage of 
individuals over the age of 65 from 15.7% in 1990 to 14.9% in 2000.  The upcoming 
2010 Census will provide new data. 

At its May 19, 2008 meeting, the City Commission unanimously approved a new PILOT 
Ordinance to financially assist the development of an affordable senior housing facility 
(The Village of Royal Oak).  The PILOT (Payment In Lieu of Property Tax) Ordinance 
was written in accordance with the provisions of Michigan Public Act 346 of 1966, as 
amended.  The Ordinance provides for a service charge, to absorb all costs for solid 
waste collection and disposal service including yard waste collection and reimbursement 
of emergency service costs, to be paid in lieu of property taxes.   

At its July 6, 2009, the City Commission conducted the first reading of a second 
amendment to the PILOT.  At its July 20, 2009, meeting the City Commission 
unanimously approved the amendment.  The development is financed through the 
Michigan State Housing Development Authority (MSHDA).  MSHDA had asked that the 
terms PILOT be altered to match its HOME loan.   

The City of Royal Oak, through the intent of the enabling legislation of State of Michigan, 
has determined that housing for low- to moderate-income elderly persons is a public 
necessity worthy of financial assistance.  The City of Royal Oak will benefit from 
improved housing designed for elderly persons of low- to moderate-income.   

The senior residential development will occur on a vacant 7.52 acre site, formerly 
occupied by a public school, at the corner of W 13 Mile Road and Crooks Road.  The 
development is comprised of a three-story building containing 110 apartment style 
residential units and 10 one-story cottage style buildings containing a total of 37 
residential units.  A minimum number of the residential units will be designated to 
seniors falling within the 50% ($24,450) to 60% ($33,540) area median income level for 
Oakland County, as required for financing through the MSHDA.  The remainder of the 
residential units will be leased at market rate.

Strategy 4 

Provide referrals to support the reduction of homelessness. 

The city provides referrals to community-based and faith-based social service providers 
through the Royal Oak Senior Essential Services Program (R.O.S.E.S.) and the Housing 
Choice Voucher Program.  These support services assist the program participant in 
maintaining an independent living environment or provides the contacts necessary to 
receive urgent care.

The city also supports the services provided through HAVEN, whose mission is to assist 
women and children who are being abused or are at risk of being abused.  HAVEN, a 
non-profit service organization, provides services to eliminate domestic violence and 
sexual assault through treatment and prevention services.  Services provided have 
included emergency shelter, counseling, intervention in battering cases, advocacy, 
sexual assault forensic examinations, parental supervision, etc. These activities assist 
individuals and families in sustaining and/or developing a suitable living environment. 

In addition to the program referrals, the City of Royal Oak also continues to participant in 
the Oakland County Taskforce on Homelessness and Affordable Housing.  The City of 
Royal Oak received a pro rata need share for this program.  This determined need, in 
combination with other Oakland County communities will assist in securing the funding 
necessary for the direct service providers to assist the homeless population, such as the 
South Oakland Shelter and Common Ground Sanctuary, both located within the City of 
Royal Oak.  

Strategy 5 

Preservation and improvement of the community’s infrastructure – including streets, 
sidewalks and public properties; and, 

The city has taken action to complete four (4) of the five (5) approved new activities that 
address the infrastructure needs, revitalization and sustainability of the neighborhoods.  
These include street resurfacing projects located in designated low- to moderate-income 
areas and enhancements to rights-of-way and parks in low- to moderate-income areas.   

The road improvement projects for the 2008-2009 Program Year include road 
resurfacing and improvements on Laurel Avenue between 11 Mile Road and 6th Street; 
Phillips Place between 11 Mile Road and 4th Street and Cooper Avenue between Nakota 
Avenue and 14 Mile Road.   

Strategy 6 

Revitalize and sustain neighborhoods in target areas; and 

The city experienced a significant loss of landscape/tree material due to the Emerald 
Ash Bore.  Many of the trees were in public parks and city rights-of-way in low- to 
moderate-income areas of the city.  The approved project includes the replacement of 
the trees in these areas.

Strategy 7 

Preserve the historic character of the community 
The city’s approved PY 2008-2009 Annual Action Plan includes two non-residential 
historic preservation activities.  The following activity has been completed during the 
2008-2009 program year.  The Orson Starr house museum & historic property was 
originally constructed in 1845 with bungalow style alterations in 1915.  It currently serves 
as an active historic museum and repository of various historic city records.  The 
following activities were conducted to sustain the non-residential historic structure and 
prevent further neighborhood blight.  Joist hangers and two support posts were added to 
increase the first floor load capacity.  The exterior of the house and garage were 
scraped, sanded, holes were filled, power washed, primed and two coats of Benjamin 
Moore paint were applied to the structures.  The glazing of the windows and doors of the 
house and garage were removed and replaced.   

The structure at 1415 W Webster Road served as Fire Station #2 from 1927 until 1980.  
In late 2007, the City Commission agreed to lease the building to the Historical Society 
for use as a museum.  The structure needs to be renovated to comply with ADA 
requirements.  The renovation will include providing a van-accessible parking space and 
curb stop, construction of a barrier-free accessibility ramp to the building along with 
appropriate landings at the building’s entrance and exit, installation of barrier-free 
exterior and interior door hardware, installation of guardrails, construction of barrier-free 
restrooms and limited accessible elevator / lift.   City staff and members of the Royal 
Oak Historical Society have been working to receive Section 106 review and approval 
and the solicitation and selection of a general contractor.  The site work has yet to begin.   

Strategy 8 

Remove slums and blighted properties. 

The city has not yet actively marketed the two properties that were purchased and 
demolished with CDBG funds from prior years.  However, the city has been in 
conversation with a local developer regarding possible site redevelopment.  The current 
economic climate does not present the best time to resale the property. 

Strategy 9 

Expansion of the City’s business tax base and employment opportunities. 

As indicated under Strategy 8, Remove slums and blighted properties, the city is working 
toward either direct or indirect opportunities to increase the business tax base and 
employment opportunities.  The existing brick and mortar projects and the home 
improvement program provide additional mechanisms to support on-going investment in 
the community.   
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Strategy 10

Provide adequate recreation and leisure opportunities for all citizens.   

The city provides support for the following recreational opportunities: 

There are two inter-related Senior Center/Public Service Programs in the City of Royal 
Oak located at the Mahaney/Meininger Senior Center and the Jack and Patti Salter 
Center.  The facilities provide senior programming and services.  There are a wide range 
of recreational and social activities that enhance the living environment of seniors.  
During the 2008-2009 Program Year, the senior centers provided over 3,902 activity 
sessions which were attended by 95,886 attendees (duplicative sessions).  These 
sessions included activities to promote health, increase educational opportunities and 
enhance physical fitness.  The Senior Center also provides supportive services such as 
meals, transportation, counseling and referrals to other city programs and community 
service organizations. 

The Jack and Patti Salter Center, which was constructed using a combination of funds 
from the Community Development Block Grant Program and a grant from the Michigan 
Department of Environmental Quality, is predominately used for senior activities during 
the day, intergenerational activities with youth and seniors in the afternoon and 
predominately youth activities in the evening.  This multi-use facility provides a location 
for the Boys and Girls Club’s wide variety of social, recreational and educational 
activities, with focus on special needs programming and leadership training. The facility 
is fully utilized; providing senior services and special programming for the low-income 
families and special needs populations. 

The handicapped transportation program provides transportation for handicapped 
children to a summer recreation and education program held in Oakland County. The 
program provided nine (9) children with transportation.  This program provides the 
opportunity for these special needs children to attend a day-camp that enhances their 
social, recreational, and educational skills. 

Assistance to these recreational/social programs addresses a moderate need in the 
Five-Year Consolidated Plan.  All of the above described activities assist in providing 
adequate recreational opportunities to residents.  The focus on providing activities with a 
direct benefit to the end-user ensures that special needs residents have equal access to 
opportunities and programs. 

d. Provide a breakdown of the CPD formula grant funds spent on grant activities 
for each goal and objective.

The City of Royal Oak undertook eight (8) new activities under the Community 
Development Block Grant Program during the 2008-2009 Program Year.  In addition, 
one (1) prior year activity was completed; one (1) activity cancelled; and two (2) prior 
year’s projects remain open.   
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Following is an analysis of the extent to which CDBG funds were distributed among the 
housing and non-housing need categories identified in the Consolidated Plan and 
reported in the narrative section. 
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Senior Public Services (Activity No. 209) 

Objective: Provide availability/accessibility to suitable living environment 
through new/improved accessibility to services. 

Community Priorities: Provides referrals to support the reduction of homelessness 

Outcome: Provided approximately 5,000 seniors with services. 

Total project budget and expenditures/revenues are as follows:

The Senior Public Services addressed a high priority need, as established in the 
Consolidated Plan for Senior Services.  The Consolidated Plan called for $1,055,000 to 
be spent to address this community development objective. 

Senior Services 

During the 2008-2009 Program Year, $233,951.00 was expended on the Senior Center 
Operations and R.O.S.E.S. program.  Services for the R.O.S.E.S. programs were 
allocated using income to determine the highest priority.  Exactly 95,886 contacts 
(duplicative sessions) were made with elderly residents for activities and services 
including but not limited to hot meals, senior emergency services (providing in-home 
support), outreach programs and regular recreational, social and educational 
programming.   

The expended dollar amount is less than the budgeted dollar amount due to a reduction 
in program income.  The cumulative maximum funds expended on all public service 
activities shall be based on actual program income received during the program year 
and the entitlement allocation. 
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HAVEN (Activity No. 212)

Objective: Provide availability/accessibility to suitable living environment 
through new/improved accessibility to services. 

Community Priorities: Provides referrals to support the reduction of homelessness 

Outcome: 236 persons were stabilized through domestic violence and 
sexual assault shelter and counseling. 

Total project budget and expenditures/revenues are as follows:

Funding for HAVEN addressed a low priority need related to homeless services in the 
Consolidated Plan.  Based on information provided by HAVEN, the program stabilized 
236 Royal Oak residents and non-residents through domestic violence and sexual 
assault shelter and counseling with counseling services in the 2008-2009 Program Year.  
Following are services provided and the number of individuals that benefitted from the 
service: 

 Domestic violence counseling: 45 persons 

 Shelter: 2 persons 

 Crisis intervention & court advocacy: 159 persons 

 Supervised visitations: 13 persons 

 Sexual assault exam: 4 persons 

 Sexual assault counseling: 13 persons 
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SCAMP:  Handicapped Transportation (Activity No. 210)  

Objective: Provide availability/accessibility to suitable living environment 
through new/improved accessibility to services. 

Community Priorities: Provide adequate recreation and leisure opportunities for all 
citizens. 

Outcome: Nine (9) persons were provided handicapped accessible 
transportation to a special needs summer camp providing 
recreational, social and educational services thereby enhancing 
their living environment.   

Total project budget and expenditures/revenues are as follows:

Nine (9) handicapped children and youth received services through the transportation 
program.  The program provided an opportunity for individuals with special transportation 
and recreational/educational/social to attend summer camp.  The Handicapped 
Transportation Program addressed a moderate priority need, as established in the Five-
Year Consolidated Plan for Youth Services.  The Consolidated Plan calls for $255,000 to 
be spent to address these community development objectives. 
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Single Family Residential Rehabilitation Program (Activity No. 213)

Objective: Create opportunities for decent housing with new/improved 
affordability.   

Community Priorities: Increase the supply of affordable housing through rehabilitation 
and limited construction.   

Outcome: 19 low- to moderate-income households were assisted through 
low-interest or deferred home improvement financing.   
13 low- to moderate-income households were made lead safe 
with lead based paint abatement and interim controls. 

Total project budget and expenditures/revenues are as follows:

Rehabilitation loans were provided to 19 low- to moderate-income households.  The 
program provides opportunities for individuals and families to maintain their existing 
residence.  The Rehabilitation Program addresses a high-priority need as established in 
the Five-Year Consolidated Plan for housing.  The Five-Year Consolidated Plan calls for 
$4,500,000 to be spent to address these community development objectives.  During the 
2008-2009 Program Year, $631,097.67 was expended on housing rehabilitation 
services.  Monies were allocated using income to determine the highest priority and type 
of loan.
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Road Resurfacing Project – (Activity No. 214) 
Laurel Ave ($261,460) 
Phillips Pl ($131,000) 
Cooper Ave ($265,000) 

Objective: Enhance suitable living environment through new/improved 
sustainability. 

Community Priorities: Preserve and improve the community’s infrastructure. 

Outcome: Laurel Ave: 41,400 square yards of improvements were made 
through street resurfacing which will improve access to 
residential homes, reduce traffic noise in the residential area 
and improve emergency personnel access routes (CT 1844-3). 
Phillips Pl:  24,300 square yards of improvements were made 
through street resurfacing.  These improvements will provide 
improved drainage, improved access to residential homes and 
emergency personnel access routes (CT 1845-2).
Cooper Ave: 47,000 square yards of improvements were made 
through street resurfacing.  These improvements will provide 
improved drainage, improved access to residential homes and 
emergency personnel access routes (CT 1833-1).

Total project budget and expenditures/revenues are as follows:

$591,306.17 was expended on the resurfacing of the subject roads, as well as 
replacement of curb and gutter and approaches.  The road projects were bid together to 
increase the overall scope of work and realize greater cost savings.  The majority of the 
work is complete.  The project is anticipated to be closed during the 2009-2010 Program 
Year.  Landscape restoration (sod and trees) have yet to be completed due to the dry 
summer weather conditions.  Sod and trees will be planted in the fall of 2009.  Trees to 
be planted by the city’s Department of Public Service will be funded from Project Activity 
No. 184, 198 & 206, which cumulatively have approximately $60,000 remaining.   
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Orson Starr House Improvements (Activity No. 215) 

Objective: Enhance suitable living environment through new/improved 
sustainability. 

Community Priorities: Preserve and improve the community’s infrastructure. 
Sustain neighborhoods in target areas. 
Provide adequate recreation and leisure opportunities for all 
citizens. 

Outcome: Sustain a historic structure and address slum and blight 
potential. 

Total project budget and expenditures/revenues are as follows:

During the 2008-2009 Program Year, $9,800 was expended on improvements to the 
Orson Starr House.  Improvements included the installation of joist hangers and support 
posts to improve the load capacity of the historic structure’s first floor.  The wood exterior 
of the structure and garage were also sanded, primed and painted to preserve the 
structures.   
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Royal Oak Historical Society Museum – ADA Installations  
(Activity No. 216) 

Objective: Enhance suitable living environment through new/improved 
sustainability. 

Community Priorities: Preserve and improve the community’s infrastructure. 
Sustain neighborhoods in target areas. 
Provide adequate recreation and leisure opportunities for all 
citizens. 

Outcome: Renovations to comply with ADA requirements for use as a 
museum.  Van accessible parking space, barrier-free ramp and 
landing, handicap accessible doors, restrooms, guardrails and 
elevator.

During the 2008-2009 Program Year, $580.22 was expended on advertising for 
contractor services.  At its June 15, 2009, the City Commission awarded the contract to 
the lowest bidder.  The city’s Historical Society hopes to have the selected contractor 
start work in the very near future.  The city is currently awaiting a response from the 
Michigan State Historic Preservation Office with regard to historic preservation. 
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Administration (Activity No. 217)

Objective: Provide administration of the Community Development Block 
Grant Program.   

Priorities: Increase the percentage of activities completed within its fiscal 
year. 
Increase the percentage of activities receiving leveraged funds. 

Outcomes: Continue to work toward decreasing the funding level for the 
activity or increasing the level of service with no additional 
funding.

During the 2008-2009 Program Year $319,767.96 was expended on the Administration 
of the Community Development Block Grant Program.

The maximum funding expended on program administration shall 
be based on actual program income received during the program year and the 
entitlement allocation.

During the 2008-2009 Program Year, $5,179.78 was expended on the planting of 
diverse trees in low- to moderate-income areas public parks and rights-of-way.  This is 
the third year for the project and approximately 200 trees will be planted to replace 
numerous Ash trees that were removed due to the Emerald Ash Bore.  Twenty-one (21) 
trees, from prior years, have been planted in designated low- to moderate-income areas.  
Tree will continue to be planted in low- to moderate-income areas.   
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Eleven Mile Road Improvement Program (Activity No. 165)

Objective: Provide availability/accessibility to suitable living environment. 

Community Priorities: Remove slum and blighted properties. 

Outcome: Acquire and remove blighted properties.   

Total project budget and expenditures/revenues are as follows:

The activity’s intent is to acquire properties and remove buildings that meet State and 
federal requirements of blighted properties.  Activities have included the designation of 
an improvement area (approved by City and HUD); acquisition of approximately 2-3 
properties and demolition of those properties.   

1207 E 11 Mile Road was purchased by the City at the fair market value of $240,000.00.  
The property was transferred to the City on September 13, 2007.  1211 E 11 Mile Road 
was purchased by the City at the fair market value of $360,000.00.  The property was 
transferred to the City on September 17, 2007.    

All structures have been demolished and the properties are currently vacant.  The city is 
not actively marketing the property for redevelopment due to the downturn in the local 
economy.  The property is maintained regularly by the City of Royal Oak Department of 
Public Service.  The approved CDBG budget does not include funds for site 
maintenance including lawn mowing.   

No funds ($0) were expended during Program Year 2008-2009. 

The city is actively following the real estate market along E 11 Mile Road.  Properties of 
great interest to the city’s efforts have been made available for sale but the city is limited 
in the amount / percentage of funds it may commit to area slum and blight activities 
during its program years covered in certification.   
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Road Resurfacing Project – Webster Road (Activity No. 179) 

Objective: Enhance suitable living environment through new/improved 
sustainability. 

Community Priorities: Preserve and improve the community’s infrastructure. 

Outcome: Webster Road: 9,093 square yards of improvements were made 
through street resurfacing.  These improvements will provide 
improved drainage, improved access to residential homes and 
emergency personnel access routes (CT 1835 1 & 2).

Total project budget and expenditures/revenues are as follows:

During the 2005, 2006, 2007 & 2008 Program Years, $235,006.92 was expended on the 
removal and replacement of deteriorated concrete pavement on Webster Avenue 
between Coolidge and Greenfield.  

The northerly half of the right-of-way is located in the City of Royal Oak, while the 
southerly half is located in the City of Berkley.  The communities worked together with 
the City of Berkley using bond funds and the City of Royal Oak using CDBG funds, this 
resulted in cost savings to both communities due to the increase in the project scope 
and in a uniform and comprehensive road project.     

Improvements included approximately 9,093 square yards of pavement, and as required 
drainage improvements and subgrade replacement.   The total project included 18,000 
square yards of street improvements.  The project work was completed in the 2007-2008 
Program Year.  Final payments occurred during the 2008-2009 Program Year. 
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Installation of Rails – Senior Apartment Building (Royal Oak Manor)  
(Activity No. 194) 

Objective: Provide availability / accessibility to suitable living environment 
through new / improved accessibility to services. 

Community Priorities: Meet the housing needs of elderly persons and special  
populations. 

Outcome: Provide a handrail to enhance accessibility from an existing 
senior apartment complex. 

Total project budget and expenditures/revenues are as follows:

The project has been delayed with proposed changes to the plans.  The project 
encompasses installing a handrail from the building entrance to the right-of-way 
(sidewalk).  The Royal Oak Manor requested permission to extend the handrail, via 
private funding, into the right-of-way between the sidewalk and the curb to assist 
residents into vehicles parked on Williams Street.  The Royal Oak City Commission 
concurred with the Engineering Department’s recommendation and denied the right-of-
way request at its July 7, 2008 meeting.  The Planning Department reminded the Royal 
Oak Manor Board of the available funding ($10,000) for the CDBG approved project.  On 
April 30, 2009, the Royal Oak Manor Board informed the Planning Department that it 
would not be proceeding with the approved project.  Therefore, the project has been 
terminated.
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2. Describe the manner in which the recipient would change its program as a result 
of its experiences. 

There is a higher and growing demand for deferred loans through the Housing 
Rehabilitation Program as reflected in the number of applicants meeting the income 
guidelines and receiving assistance.  Southeast Michigan continues to struggle with a 
high unemployment rate due to its reliance on the automotive industries and heavy 
manufacturing.  We will continue to monitor the demand for deferred loans compared to 
the low-interest rate loans and adjust accordingly.   

The increase in deferred loans has also had a direct impact on the public service 
activities funded through the Community Development Block Grant Program.  The low-
interest rate loans provide a stable revenue source to the program while the deferred 
loans are repaid in one lump sum when the house is sold or re-financed.  This could 
result in several years between loan initiation and re-payment.  That, in conjunction with, 
the federal regulatory requirements that set a maximum expenditure rate for public 
service activities has decreased the community’s ability to fund identified public service 
needs.  In the 2008-2009 Annual Action Plan, several applications for funding related to 
public service activities were not funded or received a significant reduction in funding. 
The city will continue to work with the direct providers of public services to identify and 
secure funding for these activities.   

3. Affirmatively Furthering Fair Housing: 
a. Provide a summary of impediments to fair housing choice.  
b. Identify actions taken to overcome effects of impediments identified. 

Following is a summary of the impediment to fair housing choices and the actions 
identified to address those impediments. 

The Analysis to Fair Housing is designed to take an inventory of existing and 
potential impediments to housing opportunities within the community.  The City of 
Royal Oak has made a commitment to provide and promote housing 
opportunities for all individuals, with a goal of reducing the separation of race, 
ethnicity or disability within the community.  The city also adopts and enforces 
State and local fair housing laws and regulations. 

The City of Royal Oak has completed a detailed overview of the current policies 
and practices within the city and assists in informing citizens, policy makers, 
administrative staff, housing providers, lenders and fair housing advocates of fair 
housing practices. 

For general information purposes, the City of Royal Oak is a mature, stable 
community.  Its population is predominately White (94.6%), but racial diversity is 
has increased over the past ten years with the most prominent increase in the 
Black/African American population from 332 persons as reflected in the 1990 
Census to 927 persons in the 2000 Census data.  The City’s population is 
relatively young and well educated.  Income levels in the city are slightly higher 
than those in the older communities surrounding its borders.   
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Royal Oak is unique in that it is a mature community that is experiencing an 
aggressive housing market and redevelopment.  Royal Oak is considered a 
“built” community with very little vacant land.  The redevelopment of land 
generally requires land division or acquisition and demolition.  Although these 
activities are for the most part considered positive, new home prices are often not 
attainable by the low- to moderate-income residents. 

The Public Policies of the City of Royal Oak have been reviewed and it has been 
determined that the programs and activities that the city participates in have been 
instrumental in reducing the impediments to fair housing.  

The city has taken active steps to increasing the housing opportunities of low to 
moderate income elderly persons.  At its May 19, 2008 meeting, the City 
Commission unanimously approved a new PILOT (Payment In Lieu of Property 
Taxes) Ordinance to financially assist the development of an affordable senior 
housing facility (The Village of Royal Oak).  On July 20, 2009, the Royal Oak City 
Commission amended the PILOT Ordinance to further assist the development.

Also, the city, through its Housing Programs, disseminates information to the 
public and will continue to analyze any new policies to ensure that they do not 
impede these efforts. 

The City of Royal considers information and education the key factor in 
furtherance of fair and open housing.  In support of this objective the city  

Refers inquires to appropriate housing organizations; 
Supports organizations, such as the Fair Housing Center, who provides 
information and enforcement actions pertaining to fair housing;  
Informs residents through the distribution of fair housing materials; 
Continually evaluates public policies to ensure that they conform with Federal 
and State requirements and opportunities, such as the PILOT Ordinance; 
Maintains regular contact with community groups which deal with fair housing 
issues; and
Continues to work toward the goals and objectives set forth in the 
Comprehensive Housing Affordability Strategy/Five-Year Consolidated Plan. 

The City of Royal Oak continues to review and update, as required the Analysis of 
Impediments to Fair Housing.  This report was originally completed in September 1997, 
and reviewed and amended as required in May 2005.  The report is utilized in 
determining future goals and objectives in the Five Year Consolidated Plan.   

The report was provided to the Fair Housing Center of Metropolitan Detroit and the 
National Fair Housing Alliance.  It addresses the issues facing the city and surrounding 
communities in an effort to further Fair Housing. The city administers all programs in 
compliance with the Federal Fair Housing Initiative.  In addition, during Program Year 
2008-2009 the city provided funding support to the Fair Housing Center of Metropolitan 
Detroit.  The city has continued active participation in discussions regarding the regions 
need for services/assistance and possible joint efforts. 

The city reviews its policies on an annual basis as part of the development of the Annual 
Action Plan and Consolidated Annual Performance and Evaluation Reporting for the 
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Community Development Block Grant Program and the Public Housing Agency Plan and 
the Administrative Plan for the Housing Choice Voucher Program. 

In the 2007-2008 Program Year, the City of Royal Oak completed a Fair Housing 
brochure which contains general information regarding Fair Housing as well as local 
contact information.  This brochure is available at many of the public facilities and has 
been incorporated into the Home Improvement Program information and the Housing 
Choice Voucher Program.  The brochure also provided the opportunity to share 
information related to the Violence Against Women Act (VAMA).   

The City of Royal Oak utilizes a directory of area service agencies to provide referrals for 
housing assistance throughout Oakland County.   The city will continue to work toward 
developing on-going educational materials that can be disseminated through newsletters 
and contacts.  

At its June 1, 2009 meeting, the Royal Oak City Commission unanimously approved a 
fair housing resolution in its continuing effort to actively comply with the National Fair 
Housing Law.  The resolution will be integrated into the city’s CDBG and housing 
voucher programs.

4. Describe Other Actions in the Strategic Plan or Action Plan that were taken to 
address obstacles to meeting underserved needs. 

The city will continue to seek alternative public service funding in order to maintain the 
level of services in the community.  This will continue to be an obstacle as federal, state 
and local funding decreases.  Those residents with special needs, i.e. additional home 
care support; accessible transportation to special activities will be impacted by these 
reductions.  The city will continue to monitor the community’s needs and prioritize 
accordingly.      

In response to funding reductions and restrictions, the city is working with service 
providers to secure other funding or in-kind goods and services from the city, other 
service agencies, fraternal organizations, and through the identification and support of 
other grant opportunities.

The city will continue to seek alternative resources.  As with many Michigan 
communities, the recent State and Federal budget cuts will require staff to seek other 
funding and management resources, i.e., grants, public-private partnerships, etc.    

Managing the Process

The City of Royal Oak Planning Department is the lead department responsible for 
overseeing the Community Development Block Grant Program.  This oversight 
involves coordinating with other city departments and social service organizations to 
ensure compliance with all applicable regulations.  The monitoring includes a 
combination of on-site visits, quarterly reports on progress and review of the required 
collection of data and expenditure/revenue requests.  The city publishes notices as 
required and has made additional information available through the City of Royal 
Oak’s website and at the municipal library.  

The monitoring includes a combination of on-site visits, quarterly reports on progress 
and a review of collected data and invoice requests.  The Planning Department will 
continue to monitor the program through reporting tools that track the performance 
management strategies.  In addition, the city completes an annual financial and 
program audit through a second party provider.

Institutional Structure 

1. Describe actions taken during the last year to overcome gaps in institutional 
structures and enhance coordination. 

The Royal Oak Rehabilitation Board of Appeals assesses the housing and 
community development needs of the city and recommends both long term and 
annual programs to the City Commission.  The Rehabilitation Board of Appeals 
meets on a monthly basis, as needed, which has allowed for a better flow of 
information and resolution to issues and programs that may occur.   

The Rehabilitation Board of Appeals is comprised of individuals from varied 
backgrounds with insight and expertise into housing and community development 
needs.  Several Board members serve as liaisons to other service committees and 
provide the necessary links to identify current and persistent community needs and 
overcome possible gaps in services.
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Monitoring 

1. Describe how and the frequency with which you monitored your activities. 

The Community Development Block Grant Activities are monitored on a quarterly 
basis, or as needed.  This monitoring is done using a quarterly reporting form that 
requests information regarding progress toward the performance measurement 
objectives.   

City staff monitors the projects as assigned and coordinate to ensure program 
compliance with federal regulations.  For infrastructure projects, monitoring is done 
on a daily basis.  Monitoring includes ensuring compliance with labor and wage 
requirements, bidding requirements, noticing, quality of work and the like.  For home 
improvement projects, monitoring follows the project from inception to completion.  
This includes, but is not limited to, ensuring compliance with fair housing regulations, 
ADA requirements, lead based paint, etc.  

2. Describe the results of your monitoring including any improvements. 

The Planning Department will continue to adjust the method for collecting data on 
programs with additional on-site monitoring, where applicable.  The current collection 
method includes monitoring of financial records and reports on a quarterly basis.   

The city has also requested email accounts for all funding recipients so information 
can be disseminated and retrieved quickly and efficiently.

The City of Royal Oak’s Five-Year Consolidated Plan includes housing and non-
housing goals. The City of Royal Oak, through various public forums, has identified a 
need for additional public service related activities.  An ongoing and prevalent issue 
for the City of Royal Oak is the increase in the demand for public services and the 
decrease in the funding/grant levels. Due to the public service cap of 15% 
established through CFR24, Section 570.201(e)(1), the City will face on-going 
decreases in public service funding, including senior services, sign language 
interpretive services, transportation, etc. The city will continue to review alternative 
funding options. 

At its July 7, 2008 meeting, the City Commission passed a resolution in support of 
the Senior Citizen Advisory Committee’s resolution that requests legislators to 
increase the formula from 15% to 25% for CDBG funding used for public services.  
This would ensure continued funding to operate the Senior Programs.  The City 
Commission resolution was forwarded to the appropriate legislative contacts for their 
consideration. 

The Housing Rehabilitation Program addresses a high priority-housing goal for the 
City.  The ability to provide assistance to low- and moderate-income residents 
through low-interest rate and deferred loans has enabled residents to purchase 
“starter” homes or maintain their existing residence and provide the necessary 
repairs.  The Housing Rehabilitation Program also serves a community purpose, in 
creating better-maintained neighborhoods.  

The Housing Rehabilitation Program continues to work more closely with the 
Housing Choice Voucher Program.  The goal is to provide coordinated housing 
services for the myriad of needs within the community.   

The city has taken on several infrastructure improvements during the 2008-2009 
Program Year.  These infrastructure improvements have been made in low- to 
moderate-income areas of the city.  The use of CDBG funds assists the city in 
making much needed improvements in more mature areas of the city. 
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The previously identified activities are having a direct impact on the identified needs 
of the community.  The low- to moderate-income areas have continued to improve 
with both the renovation of homes and improvements of streets and handicapped 
access to sidewalks.  These activities serve as a catalyst for improvements to not 
only low- to moderate-income areas but those that fall outside the designated areas. 

The city will continue to enhance the administrative activities of the program.  The 
changes to some of the functions have resulted in an increased expenditure rate, 
more timely draws, better reporting mechanisms and heightened communication with 
service providers.  These efforts will be continued and enhanced over the next year. 
The city met the timeliness objective for expenditure of funds over the past year and 
will continue to monitor to ensure compliance with this regulation. 

The activities budgeted for 2008-2009 are progressing in a reasonable manner and 
appear to be appropriate.  Based upon the city’s current resources and staffing, 
progress is being made toward addressing the strategies identified in the Five-Year 
Consolidated Plan. 

Lead-based Paint 

1. Describe actions taken during the last year to evaluate and reduce lead-based 
paint hazards. 

The city's two housing programs, Home Rehabilitation and Housing Choice Voucher 
(Section 8 rental assistance) address lead based paint hazards.  The Home 
Rehabilitation Program evaluates and addresses lead paint hazards with interim 
controls or abatement for all properties, throughout the property, that receive more 
than $5,000.  Properties that receive less than $5,000 have the paint assessed in the 
area where work is taking place.  Clearance testing is conducted to make sure no 
lead hazards remain.  During the 2008-2009 Program Year, the city completed 
thirteen (13) lead based paint removal projects.   

The Sec. 8 rental assistance program uses a visual examination of paint condition at 
the units' required inspections, at least annually.  Paint stabilization is required when 
necessary.

The city has also applied for funding through the Environmental Protection Agency 
(EPA) for a grant to provide educational programs through Safety Town.  This would 
allow participants of Safety Town to learn about lead based hazards.   The city will 
continue to work with Oakland County and William Beaumont Hospital to educate 
residents.
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HOUSING

Housing Needs

1. Describe Actions taken during the last year to foster and maintain affordable 
housing. 

The City of Royal Oak took the following actions to provide and/or maintain 
affordable housing during the 2008-2009 Program Year.  This included the Housing 
Rehabilitation Program and other senior services providing minor rehabilitation and 
home care and repair (R.O.S.E.S.).  During Program Year 2008-2009, the 
R.O.S.E.S. program completed approximately 2,542 jobs, which included in-home 
supportive services such as minor home repair and maintenance, companions, home 
aides, personal care, etc. 

In addition, the ongoing utilization of rent subsidy through the Housing Choice 
Vouchers provides an opportunity for individuals and families to live within Royal Oak 
and adjacent communities in decent, affordable and safe housing.   

In May 2008, the city approved a PILOT (Payment In Lieu of Property Taxes) 
Ordinance.  City Commission unanimously approved a new PILOT Ordinance to 
financially assist the development of an affordable senior housing facility (The Village 
of Royal Oak).  The Ordinance provides for a service charge, to absorb all costs for 
solid waste collection and disposal service including yard waste collection and 
reimbursement of emergency service costs, to be paid in lieu of property taxes.   

At its July 6, 2009 meeting, the Royal Oak City Commission conducted the first 
reading on the second amendment to the PILOT Ordinance.  At its July 20, 2009, 
meeting the City Commission unanimously approved the amendment.  The petitioner 
requested that the duration of the ordinance be modified to match the lending terms 
of the MSHDA HOME loan.

The development is comprised of a three-story building containing 110 apartment 
style residential units and 10 one-story cottage style buildings containing a total of 37 
residential units.  A minimum of the residential units will be designated to seniors 
falling within the 50% ($24,450) to 60% ($33,540) area median income level for 
Oakland County, as required for financing through the Michigan State Housing 
Development Authority.
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Specific Housing Objectives 

1. Evaluate progress in meeting specific objective of providing affordable housing, 
including the number of extremely low-income, low-income, and moderate-
income renter and owner households comparing actual accomplishments with 
proposed goals during the reporting period.

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 Existing Homeowners 

 PRIORITY #1: Provide rehabilitation for extremely low income (0-30% MFI) existing 
homeowners.

 PRIORITY #2: Provide rehabilitation for very low income (31-50% MFI) existing 
homeowners.

 PRIORITY #3: Provide rehabilitation for low income (51-80% MFI) existing 
homeowners.

Prior Year Results and Estimates
During PY 2008-2009 the City of Royal Oak assisted 19 households with deferred 
and low-interest rate loans for moderate home rehabilitation.  Of those 4 were 
extremely low-income, 8 were low-income, and 7 were low- to moderate-income.  It 
is estimated that the Program will assist between 30-40 households in 2009-2010.  

 First Time Homebuyers 

 PRIORITY #3: Provide homebuyers assistance to all first time homebuyers. 

The City of Royal Oak through its Housing Department provides information and 
referrals to County and State housing programs.  The number of referrals is not 
currently tracked as many of the questions arise through general discussions related 
to the rental and rehabilitation programs the city currently offers.

Other Housing Needs 

In May 2008, the city approved a PILOT (Payment In Lieu of Property Taxes) 
Ordinance to financially assist the development of an affordable senior housing 
facility (The Village of Royal Oak).  At its July 6, 2009 meeting, the Royal Oak City 
Commission approved the first reading on a second amendment to the ordinance.  At 
its July 20, 2009, meeting the City Commission unanimously approved the 
amendment.  The developer requested that the duration of the ordinance be modified 
to match the terms of MSHDA’s HOME loan.

The city has been in constant communication with the developer as to the status of 
the project.  The city has assisted the developer in researching alterative funding 
sources during a time of restricted access to funding sources.   

The City of Royal Oak has allocated $120,285 of its additional CDBG program funds 
from the enactment of the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009.  The 
funds will be used to conduct public infrastructure improvements in the existing right-
of-way.  The improvements are necessary to the development.   The city is awaiting 
approval of its submitted CDBG-R funding application.  The developer is nearing 
completion on the construction drawings and is awaiting final financial commitment 
from MSHDA (as of July 15, 2009). 

The development is comprised of a three-story building containing 110 apartment 
style residential units and 10 one-story cottage style buildings containing a total of 37 
residential units.  A minimum number of the residential units will be designated to 
seniors falling within the 50% ($24,450) to 60% ($33,540) area median income level 
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for Oakland County, as required for financing through the Michigan State Housing 
Development Authority.   

The developer has indicated that the project would not have been financially feasible 
without the City’s efforts to create a PILOT Ordinance.  The project will not receive 
funding through the City’s Community Development Block Grant program.  
Construction has yet to begin.

The city supports the Royal Oak Manor which offers studio, one-bedroom and two-
bedroom apartments at market and below-market rates through site improvements to 
remove architectural barriers.   

Public Housing Strategy

1. Describe actions taken during the last year to improve public housing and 
resident initiatives. 

The City of Royal Oak does not manage any public housing units.  The city 
administers the Housing Choice Voucher Program (Section 8) which provides rental 
assistance to low- and moderate-income residents.  The city will continue to support 
the rental assistance program. 

The Housing Choice Voucher Program provides 196 individuals/ families with rental 
assistance throughout the year.  The scattered site program allows 
individuals/families to select their own living accommodations which are in 
accordance with federal and local policies.  The strategy is to provide rental 
assistance to those with the greatest need.  In Program Year 2008-2009 the Housing 
Choice Voucher Program assisted a variety of housing needs from studio apartments 
for single individuals and four bedroom homes for large families.  The city continues 
to monitor the cost burdens related to housing and is reviewing alternate options for 
housing.

Barriers to Affordable Housing 

1. Describe actions taken during the last year to eliminate barriers to affordable 
housing.

The City of Royal Oak in the past has met with the Fair Housing Center of 
Metropolitan Detroit to discuss barriers to affordable housing and potential obstacles 
to home ownership with representatives from adjacent communities. The discussion 
at that meeting revolved around a regional approach to addressing affordable 
housing.

The City of Royal Oak is located within Oakland County.  In 2007, the Oakland 
County Community and Economic Development Department prepared a housing 
analysis which includes data on each community, the county and the southeast 
Michigan region.  This document supports the efforts that the City of Royal Oak has 
undertaken and emphasizes the need for continued support for affordable housing 
and coordination in the region.  
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The city has completed an analysis of the impediments to fair housing and will 
continue to provide support to the Fair Housing Center.   The city reviews local 
ordinance and policies on a regular basis and will continue to examine City 
developed policies to ensure that there are no barriers to affordable housing. 

In addition, the city will continue to conduct rent reasonableness studies in 
conjunction with the Housing Choice Voucher Program to ensure participants have 
an opportunity to maintain housing in the Royal Oak area.  This will also assist the 
city in monitoring the extent of affordable rental housing. 

HOME/ American Dream Down Payment Initiative (ADDI) 

The City of Royal Oak does not administer HOME funds.  The City Housing 
Department does provide referrals to the Michigan State Housing Development 
Authority and Oakland County Community and Economic Development Department, 
where appropriate.

The City of Royal Oak through its Housing Division has made referrals to support 
agencies to assist homeless persons and assist in the transition from supportive care 
to independent living. The city continues to work with service organizations through 
referrals, information on activities/programs and possible funding sources and in 
developing a regional plan to address the needs.   

The City of Royal Oak does not have an urgent or emergency housing program; 
however, there are local faith-based and social service organization that provide 
these services.  The U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development provides 
funding through Targeted Homeless Assistance.  Oakland County Taskforce on 
Homelessness and Affordable Housing receives the city’s pro rata share and 
prepares application for funding.  Two of the agencies receiving funding are located 
in the City of Royal Oak.  The city has not applied for or received any additional 
funding through the SuperNOFA.  

Between October 2009 and September 2012, the City of Royal Oak will be working 
directly with its local service agencies to implement the goals and objectives of the 
Homeless Prevention and Rapid Rehousing (HPRP) program as established by the 
enactment of the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009.  The bulk of the 
city’s allocation ($558,226) will be dedicated to HPRP homeless prevention activities.  
The city maintains a high skilled workforce that may be experiencing financial 
constraints during a difficult economic time to the region and state.  HPRP’s 
temporary housing assistance would greatly assist the city in retaining its residents. 

Specific Homeless Prevention Elements 

1. Identify actions taken to prevent homelessness. 

The City of Royal Oak through its public service and housing activities provide the 
supportive network and referral services to assist in the prevention of homelessness.  
The City Code Enforcement and Police Departments are aware of the supportive 
services provided by the city through the Community Development Block Grant Program 
and provide referrals, where applicable.  

Over the three (3) year duration of the city’s HPRP program, funds may  be used to 
assist individuals with short-term and medium-term rent, rental arrears, security 
deposits, utility deposits and payments, moving costs, motel / hotel vouchers, etc.

 Preserve and improve the community’s infrastructure. 
 Revitalize and sustain neighborhoods in target areas. 
 Removal of slum and blighted properties. 
 Provide adequate recreation and leisure opportunities for all citizens. 
 Preserve the historic character of the community. 
 Expand the city’s business tax base and employment opportunities.

The City of Royal Oak did not change its program objectives.  The activities completed 
provided necessary services addressing the strategies.

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The City of Royal Oak pursued all resources indicated in the Consolidated Plan, 
including but not limited to the application for matching funds from other governmental 
organizations, regional hospitals, private developers, etc.  As funding continues to 
become scarce, the city has continued to work toward increased efficiency to maintain 
and provide community development services as community needs are presented while 
maintaining a high level of commitment and service despite a reduction in departmental 
staff.

The City of Royal Oak has provided certifications of consistency to community 
organizations to provide for transitional and homeless services.  The city granted 
certifications to those organizations/agencies that applied, including the Oakland County 
Community and Home Improvement Department’s Emergency Shelter Grant, 
Community Housing Network, Training & Treatment Innovations, Inc., Common Ground 
Sanctuary, and South Oakland Shelter.  A review of the service organization is 
performed prior to city approval to ensure that no outstanding issues would prevent the 
city’s support. 

The City of Royal Oak did not hinder the implementation of the Consolidated Plan as 
evidenced by the completed activities and reports of accomplishments.

The City of Royal Oak used all of its Community Development Block Grant funds to 
address the needs of low- to moderate-income residents and areas as well as slum and 
blight removal.

The quartiles are based on the latest  
U.S. Census Bureau data (2000 Census) and established through the U.S. Department 
of Housing and Urban Development.  These targeted areas are considered the city’s 
low- to moderate-income targeted areas.

The City of Royal Oak’s Community Development Block Grant Program, through its 
Housing Rehabilitation Program, generated program income which will be utilized to 
continue the general programs.  The total program income for 2008-2009 Program Year 
is $254,740.95.  These revenues will be utilized as program income for the Community 
Development Block Grant program.  There was no float-funded activity or sale of 
property.

During the 2007-2008 fiscal year, the city acquired two parcels of land (1207 & 1211 E

$360,000.  The properties are available for sale; however the city has not yet actively 
marketed both parcels of land due to the local economic climate.

The City of Royal Oak completed 19 single family home rehabilitations in Program Year 
2008-2009.  Ten (10) of those loans were made at 3% interest and nine (9) loans were 
made as deferred.  The deferred loans will be paid upon disposition of the property.    A 
total of $392,500 were loans issued during the Program Year with CDBG funds, with 
55% for deferred loans and 45% for 3% loans.  There were no other public funds 
involved in the single family home rehabilitation projects.

The Housing Rehabilitation Program provides opportunities for low- to moderate-income 
individuals/families to remain in their current housing.  In addition, the Housing Choice 
Voucher Program provides individuals/families with rental housing assistance.  This, in 
conjunction with other government/non-profit services, provides opportunities to maintain 
and/or improve the quality of life.  Staff provides program participants with referrals to 
other social service agencies for supportive services not offered through the City of 
Royal Oak. 

The City of Royal Oak continues to enjoy a relatively low level of poverty despite a May 
2009 state-wide unemployment rate of 14.1% and a Detroit-Warren-Livonia MSA May 
2009 seasonally adjusted unemployment rate of 15.4%.  State-wide and regional 
unemployment rates have nearly doubled in one (1) year.  It is believed that property 
values in the City of Royal Oak have not declining as quickly as neighboring 
communities.  Royal Oak’s socio-economic diversity continues to change.  The city 
through its Housing Rehabilitation Program and Housing Choice Voucher Program as 
well as the support services is trying to maintain socio-economic diversity within the 
community and encourage existing residents to remain in the community.  The city 
hopes that its upcoming HPRP efforts will assist individuals from becoming homeless 
and keep those in danger of becoming homeless with adequate housing.
